Afterward, audience members will be invited to 
ask questions about the presentation.

The program will simulcast on PBS 45 & 49 and WYSU-FM on Thursday, Oct. 5 at 8 p.m. It will air 
again on PBS 45 & 49 on Sunday, Oct. 8, at 6 p.m. Vince Bevacqua, co-anchor/reporter for 33 News-
WYTV and co-host of “For the People” on MyYTV, is program host.

“PBS 45 & 49 invited more than 325 elected and appointed officials from Mahoning and Trumbull 
counties to attend this program,” said Jeremiah Blaylock, producer. “We hope they and community 
members will attend and ask questions about this timely and important topic.”
